INSTRUCTIONS

Battery Removal and Installation

Make sure the unit is turned Off.
Find the battery cover located on the
back of the unit, use a screwdriver to
loosen the screw and then open the
battery cover.

Remove old batteries by pulling up
on one end of each battery.

Install 2 new AAA (AM-4/LR0O3)
batteries following the diagram
inside the battery box. (For best
performance, alkaline batteries
or fully charged Ni-MH rechargeable batteries are
recommended.)

Replace the battery cover and tighten the screw to secure.

Avant d’insérer les piles, s’assurer que le jouet est éteint.
Ouvrir le compartiment a piles situé au-dessous du jouet a

Si des piles usagées sont présentes dans le jouet, retirer ces
piles en tirant sur 'une des extrémités.

Insérer 2 piles LRO3/AAA en respectant le schéma qui se
trouve dans le compartiment a piles. Pour de meilleures
performances, il est recommandé d’utiliser des piles alcalines
ou des piles rechargeables Ni-MH pleinement rechargées.
Refermer soigneusement le couvercle du compartiment et
s’assurer que la vis est bien serrée.

PRODUCT FEATURES

1. Off/Low/High Volume Switch

Slide the Off/Low/High Volume Switch
to the Low a0 or High 1))) position to turn
the unit On. To turn the unit Off, slide
the Off/Low/High Volume Switch to the
Off Oposition.




2. English/Spanish Switch

Slide the English/Spanish Switch to hear
the book in English (ENG) or Spanish
(SPA).

3. Nose Button

Press the Nose Button to hear learning
songs, character voices, story text, and
fun sound effects.

4. Automatic Shut-Off

To preserve battery life, Whose
Nose?™ will automatically shut off after
approximately 50 seconds without |
input. The unit can be turned on again |
by pressing the Nose Button.

CARE & MAINTENANCE

Keep the unit clean by wiping it with a slightly damp cloth.

2. Keep the unit out of direct sunlight and away from any direct
heat sources.

3. Remove the batteries if the unit will not be in use for an
extended period of time.

4. Do not drop the unit on hard surfaces and do not expose
the unit to moisture or water.



TROUBLESHOOTING

If for some reason the unit stops working or malfunctions, please

follow these steps:

1. Please turn the unit Off.

2. Interrupt the power supply by removing the batteries.

3. Let the unit stand for a few minutes, then replace the
batteries.

4. Turn the unit back On. The unit should now be ready to use
again.

5. If the unit is still not working properly, install a brand new
set of batteries.

Environmental Phenomena

The unit may malfunction if subjected to radio-frequency
interference. It should revert to normal operation when the
interference stops. If not, it may become necessary to turn the
power Off and back On, or remove and reinstall the batteries.
In the unlikely event of an electrostatic discharge, the unit may
malfunction and lose memory, requiring the user to reset the
device by removing and reinstalling the batteries.

Impact de Penvironnement
