Battery Installation
 1. To remove the battery cover, loosen the screw on the battery compartment with a 

screwdriver, coin or other household tool.

 2. Push tab in the direction of the arrow to move battery guard and provide clearance 
to install batteries. 

 3. Hold tab and insert 2 new AAA (called LR03 in some countries) alkaline batteries 
as shown in the polarity (+/-) diagram inside the battery compartment (positive 
sides “down”).

 4. Release tab so the guard moves back in place, then replace battery door securely 
and tighten the screw.
